You'll love its smooth flow and beautiful open quality.  There are many variations and uses for this wonderful alphabet.  It is a must to have in your calligraphic repertoire.

· Speedball C-2 pen & holder or comparable other pens 
· 8 x 8 grid paper pad (11" x 14" is a good size)
· Pelikan 4001 ink (any color), walnut ink or Bister – NO others, please
· a few sheets of tracing paper
· fine-line colored marking pen or pencil that contrasts your ink (i.e. Micron)
· Ruling tools, your choice
· Watercolor palette – prefer Prang but others will do or tube watercolor
· Mixing brush, water pot & paper towels

· X-acto knife 

· Couple of pieces of better papers of your choice (Canson Ingres, Canson Mi-Teintes, German Ingres, Frankfurt, Arches Text Wove, Arches hot press WC, Niddegen, etc) – We won’t have time in this short class to do a project.  But you should know the difference in the feel of good paper
